Create a home school! 
Invite a range of toys to attend 

‘school’ for the session. Allow the 
child to plan the session in  
advance if able. Encourage  

familiar routines such as register, 
story-time, singing, snack-time, 

and teaching…suggest the 
‘teacher’ shares what they know 

with the class, e.g. numbers,  
letters and sounds, stories. 

Number flashcards 
Make your own set of number 

cards by folding an A4 sheet into 4 
parts, cutting out each part and 

writing a number from 0 to 10 / 20 
on each one. You could write the 
numbers using different colour 

pens and decorate the flashcards. 
 

 Mix up the cards. Take turns with 
a parent or sibling to flash the 

cards and say the number.  
 

Order the cards on the floor in the 
correct order. 

 
Select two cards from 1-10 at   

random. If we add them together, 
how many now? Use counting    

objects to help, such as crayons / 
sweets.

Nature Card 
  

Give your child a piece of card covered 
in double sided sticky tape, peeling off 

top layer before giving to them (or 
wrap normal cellotape around the card 

with sticky side up). 
Go for a walk in the garden or your 

 local area and find things to stick on 
your card, e.g. petals, flowers, leaves, 
twigs, stones. Talk about the colours,

Write a letter 
Write a short letter to a friend at 

school who you are missing  
seeing. Include ‘Dear / To… / 

From…’ and a simple sentence, 
e.g. ‘I miss you a lot. I hope to 

see you soon.’ Alternatively, draw 
them a lovely picture. You could 
post the letter to your friend or 
keep it safe until you see them. 

 Board games 
Play a board game that you have 
at home with your child. Support 

them in recognising the dice  
number, moving forward that  

number of spaces, turn-taking and 
following the rules of the game.  

Lid screwing 
Collect lots of different sizes of jars 
with lids. Can you unscrew the lids? 
Can you screw them back on? How 
many can you unscrew in 1 minute? 

 Song-time 
 Have song-time sessions  using the 
daily videos on Mrs Bye’s YouTube 

channel. Can you learn the words to 
the song? Can you sing along / join in 

the actions / make up your own 
 actions?
